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Krotenko V. Volkova V. The role of the psychologyst’s personality within the concept of Existential
Psychology

The article considers the problem of the personality of a counseling psychologist in the context of existential
psychology. The role of the influence of the psychologist's personal characteristics on the quality and effectiveness of the
counseling process is determined based on prominent figures of existential psychology, classics I. Yalom, J. Bugental,
R. May and V. Frankl, as well as contemporaries E. Spinelli, E. Lucas and A. Lengle. It is established that the
psychologist in the existential approach is a way of life, instead of a professional role that determines the presence of a
certain worldview and personal qualities. A survey was conducted on the important personal qualities of a counseling
psychologist for a focus group, ie potential clients. People with different specialties and professions aged from twenty to
thirty were selected for this purpose.We believe that it is a group of people ages twenty to thirty who now most often visit
a psychologist, and do not have a negative attitude towards psychology.Based on a study of scientific sources on the
personal characteristics of a counseling psychologist and psychotherapist, as well as a survey of a group of people
identified a number of personality traits that can be defined as necessary for an effective counseling psychologist. These
qualities are not limited to the existential direction, they are important for the specialist and any other approach to
psychology. Based on the selected characteristics, a table was compiled for self-assessment of personal qualities for a
counseling psychologist. The table can be used for self-assessment of own competencies, in the course of intervision or
supetvision.

Nazarevich V.V. Socio-psychological aspects of ostracism in the formation of the system of
personality "l — another"

The article considers the socio-psychological aspects of ostracism as a factor in the formation of the
personality system "l — the other". The concept of socio-psychological aspects of ostracism of the individual
is revealed.

The phenomenon of formation of the system-complex "I — another" is covered, through the analysis of
theoretical data of the concept-I and self-perception of the person.

An analysis of the interdependence of the existence of the process of exclusion and formation of the
psychological image of "I — another" and socio-psychological characteristics of the individual that provoke the
phenomenon of rejection of the individual by the group.

The main mechanisms of forming the strateqy of perception "I — another”, through the views of K.
Rogers on the concept-I, which consists of three parts: the ideal self: the image formed under the influence
of social and psychological factors; | am an image: a system of an individual's views on his own self-
manifestation in the environment and self-esteem.

The mechanism of forming the system of personality "I — others" by H. Tajfel and K. Kuhn is formed,
which indicates that the process of ostracism makes it impossible to satisfy the second part of personality
identification, by excluding its social interaction, and distorts the perception of personality traits as socially
unacceptable and insignificant. which forms the individual's perception of himself as "other".

Conclusions are made in the system of studying socio-psychological aspects of ostracism as a factor
in the formation of the personality system "I am another”, that long-term manifestations of ostracism affect
the system of self-perception and provoke manifestations of physical, social, emotional and academic
problems. Such children have an increased risk of depression, anxiety, destructive behavior. We see further
consideration of this problem in a more detailed study of the problem of deformation of the self - the concept
of personality under the influence of ostracism in the learning environment and the creation of correctional
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programs to minimize this phenomenon in the educational space.
