The article further explores the assessment and identification of the underlying
factors causing sound pronunciation impairment, including their nature and mechanisms.

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Savinova N. Competence paradigm of graded speech therapy correction.

In the article, the author highlights the problem of competence approach in modern speech therapy,
emphasizes that in the process of differentiated speech therapy correction at the present stage, the ways of
implementation are actualized, the main directions of the competence approach are generalized, including development
of key competencies, formation of generalized content-operational language, speech, communication, evaluation and
control skills; structuring of applied skills; formation of life sociocultural skills, etc.

The author emphasizes that modern speech therapy focuses on the education of a linguistic, speech
personality capable of interactive interaction. Language education has three components: the formation of linguistic
competence (scientific knowledge of the language), speech competence (mastery of functional registers of the
language), communicative competence (the ability to effectively use verbal and non-verbal means for successful
communication in various spheres of communication).

The implementation of a competence-based approach in the process of differentiated speech therapy correction
focuses on organizational forms that allow for the formation of language, speech, and communication competencies and
practical results.

The formation of language competence takes place in speech therapy classes to develop basic phonetic,
orthoepic, lexical, grammatical, evaluative and control skills, etc.

The formation of speech competence involves conducting classes on the development of skills of perception
and understanding of speech, building and reproducing programs of interaction and speech behavior adequate to
communication situations, normative use of the language means of the Ukrainian language in different types of
statements, development of evaluation and control skills, etc.

The formation of communicative competence involves conducting classes to develop skills and abilities to
establish and maintain contact with the interlocutor, use language clichés, select verbal and non-verbal means of
communication, etc.
