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Policy of Ukrainian National Identity: Influence on the Security and Integration Strategy of the State 

The article examines the process of formation of Ukrainian national identity policy, its content, and the 
interaction of Ukrainian and European identities in the context of Ukraine's European integration and influence on the 
integration and security strategy of the state. The study makes it possible to formulate proposals for how political 
discourse and philosophical reflection on the issue of Ukrainian national identity policy should be based on the history 
of national state-building, traditions, self-awareness, cultural and national memory, respect for Ukrainian heroes, 
ideals, patriotism and dignity of the Ukrainian people, and other factors, and is a determining principle of the foreign 
and domestic policy of the State. It is substantiated that the policy of Ukrainian national identity should be consistent 
with the basic identification characteristics of the European policy of historical memory, on which the policy of 
European identity is based. The authors agree with the position of scholars that memory and identity policies require 
comprehensive approaches, cooperation between stakeholders, civil society, and the participation of volunteer and 
veteran communities in order to establish and develop a new type of common European memory policy, taking into 
account national identity policies. We believe that in the process of European integration the risks of national identity 
erosion have been minimized and no longer threaten national identity policies. The study suggests that the experience of 
the Ukrainian people will become an important part of the European experience, history and relations based on the 
principles of respect for national and European values. The authors agree with the position that the policy of Ukrainian 
national identity is a flexible political category that is updated as challenges and threats grow and respond to them, so 
the basic, basic provisions will not contradict the substantive characteristics of European identity in the future. 
National identity policy should be adjusted to security challenges and tasks in the field of national defense.

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Metanarrative, Grand Narrative, and Micronarrative in the Conceptual Framework of J.-F. Lyotard: Issues 

of Terminological Unification in Political Science 
This article offers a theoretical analysis of the conceptual apparatus surrounding the notion of the 

metanarrative, as introduced by Jean-
their growing presence in contemporary humanities and socio-political discourse. The study is based on qualitative 
textual analysis of academic literature, incorporating comparative-analytical and conceptual methods to identify key 
features of how these terms are used across various disciplinary contexts. 

The analysis reveals that the terms metanarrative and grand narrative are often used interchangeably, yet 
possess the differentiation potential: the former tends to relate to the historical dimension of political narration, while 
the latter functions as an axiological category rooted in the ontological foundations of narrative construction. The 
article underscores the value of further distinguishing these concepts within intradisciplinary research, aiming to 
enrich the conceptual toolkit of discourse analysis and enhance the analytical potential within political science and the 
broader field of the social sciences. Particular attention is given to the definitional ambiguity surrounding the concept 
of the micronarrative. The study identifies a lack of stable terminology for this narrative type in current academic 
literature. In response, the article advocates for the codification of micronarrative, drawing on the semantic synonymy 
of English-language equivalents, thereby expanding the interpretative framework and empirical base for studies of 
political communication. 

arifying the relationships among metanarrative, grand narrative, 
and micronarrative, and in proposing a partial terminological unification to support discourse analysis in political 
research. It concludes by highlighting the need for further investigation aimed at: 1) developing a consensus-based 
understanding of these concepts within the national political sphere; 2) exploring the potential of inductive approaches 
to derive grand narratives from the aggregation of micronarrative elements in political rhetoric. This work is intended 
for humanities, social sciences, and political studies scholars who examine communicative mechanisms in forming 
collective political identity and ideological influence through discursive practices. 
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
