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The article explores the key challenges, contradictions, and directions for improving the current regional policy 
of Ukraine in the context of full-scale war and post-war recovery. It analyzes legal and regulatory inconsistencies, 
particularly regarding the status of the Comprehensive Recovery Program, which lacks clearly defined mandatory 
status under current legislation, thus complicating the implementation of state policy in the field of regional 
development. The article reveals shortcomings in the criteria for identifying areas in need of recovery, as defined by 
Cabinet of Ministers Resolution No. 148 of February 14, 2023. Special attention is given to coordination issues between 
central and local authorities, which have intensified following the establishment of the Ministry for Communities, 
Territories and Infrastructure Development of Ukraine. The difficulties faced by local self-government bodies and 
military administrations in strategic planning are highlighted, including the shortage of qualified personnel, the 
complexity of collecting up-to-date socio-demographic data, and the lack of a coherent national policy on internally 
displaced persons and the classification of affected territories. The article substantiates the need to establish a separate 
coordination body, strengthen the institutional capacity of local governance, and adapt Ukraine's regional policy to 
European standards while preserving national specificity. The author emphasizes the importance of shifting towards a 
targeted approach in regional planning to ensure flexible responses to local needs in the context of post-war recovery. 
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
